
One of the factors that makes a good 
squad or lasertag clan is its ability to 
communicate information without 
making noise.  
This is particularly important when 
you are on patrol or sneaking up on 
the enemy in order to take them by 
surprise.  
Players with army or cadet training 
have the advantage in this area. This 
is done using simple hand signals. 
Leaders of dismounted units use arm-
and-hand signals to control the move-
ment of individuals, teams, and 
squads. These signals are used by in-
fantry and also by combat support 
crews.  
Hand signals also go hand in hand 
with the squad forming appropriate 
military formations for the task at 
hand such as column, line or wedge.  
Some good examples are: 
? "Enemy in Sight" (ie hold the rifle 

in the ready position 
at shoulder level and 
point the rifle in the 
direction of the en-
emy) 

? "Take 
Cover" (extend the 
arm at a 45 degree 
angle from the side 
above horizontal, 
palm down, and then 
lower the arm to the 
side). 

? “FREEZE” (raise 
fist to head level 
and stop).
